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DIRECTOR’S REPORT – Bruno Trapikas
   He called upon Mike Edwards to talk about the new marketing agreement between
   the USASA and C,C & C Management.  He gave a brief synopsis of the deal.  He
   said he was optimistic about the next two or three years of marketing the USASA.
   He also gave an outline of a new program to affiliate indoor soccer facilities
   and leagues.
 
   The Director commented on the report submitted to the USSF by the 
   committee on Structure of USSF Governance and Ethics.  He doubts
   there are sufficient votes to approve the committee’s recommendations.
 
   The USASA has not approved a logo.
 
   He congratulated the states that had won various Regional competitions
   during the summer.  He noted that the Men’s Over 30 Tournament of
   Champions Traveling Trophy (the Gerhard Mengel Trophy) had been retired.
   IL/NO moved to accept the Executive Board’s unanimous recommendation to
   name the new Men’s Over 30 Traveling Trophy in honor of James Carson,
   President of the Indiana Soccer Association and long time participant in
   the administration of soccer both in the region and nationally.  Motion
   passed unanimously.
 
   He said that the 2005 Annual General Meeting probably will be held
   March 11-12 in Orlando, FL.
 
   He distributed Bid Packages for Region events.  The bids for 2006 
   will be discussed and decisions made on Oct. 14 at the Indianapolis 
   Fall Meeting.
 
DEPUTY DIRECTOR – Barbara Ulrich
   She discussed the complaint filed by the USYSA against the USSF.
   (A copy of her synopsis is available from the Sec.)
 
SECRETARIES REPORT – Ken Conselyea
   He had two pieces of correspondence related to the meeting:
   a Membership Committee report from Peggy Polley. (Written copies 
   were distributed (afts).)  An e-mail was received from Tom Zaiss,
   Region Co-Coach of the Year.  He apologized for being unable to
   attend the meeting because his wife was going to have a baby
   “any day now.”
 
   He noted that there had been no formal approval of the Minutes of the
   Region’s Oct. 11, 2003 meeting.  MI/IA moved to approve the minutes of
   October 11, 2003.  Passed unanimously.  IL/MI moved to approve the
   minutes of the March 5, 2004 meeting in New York as previously 
   distributed.  Passed unanimously.
 
TREASURER’S REPORT – Bill Davey
   He distributed a report consisting of Report of Assessments, copy of
   current budget and a Budget Analysis Summary (afts).
 
TOURNAMENT OF CHAMPIONS – Barbara Ulrich
   She singled out Harold Kirkwood, Dyann Pugliese and Gerhard Mengel, 
   thanking them for their work on the tournament.  She distributed a
   list of her recommendations for changing the T of C Rules.  She explained
   that current rules are neither complete and/nor specific.  The Director
   suggested that the proposals be addressed at the region’s October meeting.
 
APPEALS – Bruno Trapikas for Brian Darling
   No appeals activity.
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MIDYEAR MEETING – Hector Nava
   He welcomed all to the Midyear Meeting.  He asked for suggestions to
   improve the meeting and for future workshop topics.  It was suggested
   that workshop topics should be announced at least 30 days prior to 
   the MYM.  This would allow states to make arrangements to have their
   people attend to get information relative to their interests.
 
GRANTS COMMITTEE – Dyann Pugliese
   No grant applications have been received.
 
NATIONAL CUPS – Debra Sober
   She distributed a written report (afts).  She volunteered to visit
   individual states to assist in increasing cup participation upon request
   from the state.  The USASA has developed a prize money program based
   upon number of teams entered in a division relative to the number of
   vote allocations.  States were asked to take 2004-05 Policy books
   back to their Cup Commissioner.
 
   She proposed seven rule changes on the regional level (afts).
   IL/IA moved to accept the changes as proposed.  Passed unanimously.
 
SOCCER MIDWEST WEBSITE – Debra Sober
   She distributed a written report (afts).  She suggested that she will
   set up a page on Soccer Midwest for any state that would like to have
   presence on the internet.  It would be done at no cost to the state.
   All they have to do is provide the information and pictures the state 
   would like posted.
 
   She requested a list of tournaments held within each state for posting
   on Soccer Midwest.
 
At this point the Council was addressed by Brian Alexander, candidate
for USASA Treasurer.
 
MEMBERSHIP – George Chazaro
   He distributed a book produced by Illinois State Soccer Association.
   It is in both Spanish and English.  He spoke about several Hispanic
   tournaments held in the US.
 
At this point the Council was addressed by first – Lou Aprigliano
about coaching courses – second -  Jerry Zanelli, regarding the Women’s
Premier Soccer League.
 
REFEREES – Ken Baldeosingh
   He distributed and discussed a written report (afts).
 
Women’s Development – Cathy O’Neill
   She requested that she not be sent e-mail until she can acquire a
   new address.  She asked for each state to appoint someone (other than
   a St. Pres.) as a Women’s representative contact.
 
SELECT TEAM – Allen Egilmez
   He distributed a written report (afts).  He reviewed its content.
   He proposed two rule changes.  IL/WI moved that State Select Teams
   shall be fined a maximum of $100.00 to be deducted from the bond 
   posted for that team for not having all of the necessary paperwork
   properly submitted (including number of copies) one hour prior to
   their first game.  Deputy Director/IN moved to table the motion.
   Motion to table passed.
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   A straw poll was positive toward the idea of moving the Select Team
   Trials from the Memorial Day weekend.  Treasurer/NE moved to give the
   Select Team Chairman the authority to move the trials from the 
   Memorial Day weekend if circumstances are such that the move would 
   improve the tournament.  Motion passed.
 
SELECT TEAM MARKETING AD HOC COMMITTEE – Barbara Ulrich
   She read from a written report (afts).  She looks forward to a more
   thorough discussion at the October meeting.
 
VETERAN’S CUP – Don Keller
   He distributed and discussed a written report (afts).  The 2005 Vet Cup
   will be in Wilmington, NC.  He pointed out that he has a new address and
   telephone number.
 
COED CUP – Bruno Trapikas for Wm. Cross
   The Midwest Region will be represented by an Indiana team.
   De Moines has bid to host the tournament in 2005.
