REPORTS OF OFFICERS

DIRECTOR’S REPORT – Bruno Trapikas

   The USASA Executive Committee met in January.  A report was distributed

   at the meeting showing that the Midwest Region was second only to 

   Region III in per player usage of the USASA Medical Insurance.

   USASA is looking for a new marketing company.

   Cal. South is paying back the money owed to the USASA.

   The 2007 Nat’l Cups will be held in Washington State.  The 2007 & 2008

   Vet. Cup will also be held in Washington State.

   USASA Office will be relocating in Indianapolis for at least one year.

   Another person will be hired for the office.

   NBOD meeting held on March 10th.  A bylaw is being proposed requiring 

   all organizations that register soccer players belong to a council.

   That would require all the organizations to be under the same rules and

   regulations.  Example: All adult players would be required to have USASA

   insurance.

   Reorganization of the NBOD was the primary subject.  The proposal as of 

   now is for a fifteen member board.

HISPANIC DEVELOPMENT – George Chazaro

   He reported that many states have unaffiliated Hispanic leagues.  They can

   be recruited successfully.  They want referees and access to coaching

   license classes.  He offered his assistance.  Southern Ohio will host a

   Spanish language Coaching License course in Columbus March 31 through

   April 2.

NATIONAL LEAGUES – Burton Haines, Jerry Zanelli, Dan Trainor

   Jerry Zanelli (WPSL) and Dan Trainor (NPSL) gave reviews of their 

   league’s progress and goals for the coming year.

At this point the Council was addressed by Brad Hayes.  He reported that the

US Soccer Foundation is concentrating on hurricane relief.  Hundreds of 

thousands of dollars of equipment has been given to help get soccer up and

running in the affected area.

Burton Haines also addressed the Council.  He reminded the group that the

AYSO has adult leagues.  He looks forwarded to working with the USASA.

USASA INSURANCE – Tom Hayes

   He spoke about the D&O Insurance available in addition to the mandatory

   Liability and Medical Insurance.

   He related several examples of coaching clinics that have been held within

   the region.  Coaches who have attended have expressed appreciation for

   what they have learned.  Aleks is available to assist any state that would

   like to host a clinic.

   Three applications are being considered, Michigan, Denver, CO. and Iowa

   totaling $15,000.  $10,000 is budgeted.
