The meeting was called to order at 8:10 am. In attendance were:

CREDENTIALS - Ken Conselyea

Roll was called and number of votes established. South Dakota did not attend. Iowa, Minnesota and South Dakota had not paid their USASA affiliation fees. Wisconsin/Nebraska motioned that Iowa and Minnesota be allowed to take full part in the meeting with the understanding that their fees would be paid within a short period of time. Passed unanimously.
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A letter was presented from Ohio North stating that Deputy Director Barbara Ulrich would represent Ohio North at this meeting. The Treasurer/Illinois motioned that the Deputy Director may represent a state in discussion (no fine for absence to be levied against the state) but that the Deputy Director may not cast the votes of the state. Motion failed by substantial majority. Subsequently, the Deputy Director relinquished her Deputy Director position for the duration of the meeting in order to act as the Ohio North representative.

DIRECTORS REPORT - Bruno Trapikas

He mentioned that there are a few states still not in compliance with the USSF Bylaws.They should complete the action soon. He spoke about the results of the recent USASA Exec. Committee meeting. Almost all of the committee appointments remained the same. There were two changes: The new Chairman of the Budget Committee is Larry Hall. There was no Chair appointed for the Women’s Development Committee. He gave an update on the AYSO/USASA situation. There was a discussion of how having the AYSO as a member of the USASA would affect USASA programs. The Marketing Agreement with the USSF and it’s affect on sponsorship agreements with the states was explained.He asked that states send in their registration moneys as soon as possible. There is now a committee called "Bridging the Gap." It’s purpose is to foster cooperation with the USASA and USYSA. States are asked to encourage participation in both the Co-ed and Veteran’s Cups.

DEPUTY DIRECTORS REPORT - Barbara Ulrich

She announced that for the remainder of this meeting she would relinquish her Deputy Director’s vote and would represent Ohio North. (Her expenses to be paid by Ohio North)

SECRETARIES REPORT - Ken Conselyea

Nebraska/Illinois motioned to approve the minutes as previously distributed by mail. Motion passed. (Wisconsin voting no)

TREASURERS REPORT - Bill Davey

He distributed a report (available from the secretary) including 98/99 Budget and Budget Report 11/98 - 10/99. 99/00 Budget to be considered at the end of the agenda.

NATIONAL CUPS - Helmut von Oetinger - Barbara Ulrich

He handed out a package for each state association. It contains a report and forms for the coming year. He asked that each state inform him of the name of the State Cup Commissioner as soon as possible. He stressed that we need to increase participation in all the cup competitions. He asked that the cup matches should be made "showpiece of soccer." Changes in National Cup Rules: Teams may now have a 22 man roster from which any 18 may be dressed for a game. He pointed out that states may prohibit any league competition while the National Cups are being played. This will avoid conflicts in schedules.

Casey Frankewicz distributed preliminary information regarding the 2000 Regional Cup Finals in St. Louis, June 17-18. Barbara Ulrich gave the schedule for the Veterans Cup. It will be held June 29 thru July 2 in New Hampshire. The Co-ed Cup will be held in September.
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There was discussion regarding the difficulties faced by teams compelled to play back to back road games. Wisconsin brought up additional problems confronted by teams participating in this years competition.Indianapolis/Kansas motioned that the region conduct a blind draw for all cup competitions to establish home and away status. U-20 & 23 would be excluded because of a later entry deadline. Motion passed by majority. 
At this point the group was addressed by Mike Edwards, Chairman of the USASA. He discussed a number of issues: The Marketing Agreement, the AYSO proposal for membership, the election for the Athletes Council currently being conducted and the MLS concern about the number of international games being played. States should be cautious about sanctioning the international matches without being sure of what they are committing to.

TOURNAMENT OF CHAMPIONS - Brian Darling

He reported that the fields are setup and he looks forward to hosting the competition on 7/29-30/00. Southern Ohio apologized for the delay in shipment of the 1st and 2nd place trophies from the ‘99 T of C. They are now scheduled to arrive by the end of October. The Executive Committee proposed two rule changes for the T of C. The Exec. Committee/ Southern Ohio motioned that if a final game should result in a draw, two (2) fifteen (15) minute overtime periods with a golden goal rule (1st goal in overtime wins) will be played. Motion passed unanimously. The Exec. Committee/Southern Ohio motioned that the state association shall be responsible for payment of any fine incurred by their member teams. Motion failed 16-14. Following a suggestion by the Director, Michigan/Iowa moved to name the Tournament of Champion Traveling Trophies,honoring people who have served the region in extraordinary fashion. The name stays with the trophy until it is retired. Motion passed unanimously. Michigan/Iowa motioned to name the Women’s Division Traveling Trophy in honor of Mary Hollerung. Motion passed unanimously. The Director asked that names for the remaining three trophies (Men’s, Men’s O-30 and Women’s O-30) be offered in writing prior to the Midyear Meeting or proposed at the next meeting for consideration. Michigan/Kansas motioned to make a forfeit win in the T of C worth 2 points rather than 3 points. Motion failed.

DIVISION LEAGUES - Bob Reid

No activity. Written report filed with the Director.

MEMBERSHIP COMMITTEE - Don Keller - Peggy Polley

He handed out a questionnaire to be returned to him regarding the date of each state’s Youth AGM/workshops. (afts) He will send pamphlets for distribution at the event. Don reported on the meetings attended in the past several months. A second promotional booth is available to states for promoting the USASA. Plans for future travel were outlined. Several workshops and tournaments were identified. He noted that youth registered players in USASA competitions are required to complete a release form annually.

REFEREE COMMITTEE - Ken Baldeosingh

He distributed a written report. (afts) Faith Darrow was announced as the Midwest Region Referee of the Year.
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RULES - Casey Mitchel

He initiated some discussion of the proposal to change the determination of voting strength from number of teams to number of players.

COACHING COMMITTEE -

No report.

WOMEN’S DEVELOPMENT -

The Director is attempting to fill the chair vacated upon the resignation of Julius Roth. Nominations are welcomed.

DATE BASE COMMITTEE - 

The Director urged all states to comply with the USSF requirements. A complete list of registered players must be given to USSF.

At this point the group was addressed by Julie Ilacqua. She talked about the change from rules to policies and the conversion process. "Soccer Wire" will be disseminated to state associations to increase communication. Membership Services will send a representative of US Soccer to a state association meeting. She must be notified in time to make the arrangements. She encouraged anyone who has questions or problems to contact her.

MIDYEAR MEETING - Helmut von Oetinger

The Region meeting may be held on Friday morning rather that the afternoon to allow a tour in the afternoon. All workshops will be held on Saturday.

SELECT TEAMS - Richard Williams

He passed out several reports (afts). He talked about the Soccer Festival.He is encouraged about the event and looks forward with anticipation to it’s rise to a higher level. He was very pleased with the region’s teams, coaches and administrators.

APPEALS - Brian Darling

No activity.

GRANTS COMMITTEE - Diane Pugliese

No meetings held since last report. Wisconsin and Kansas have received grants. Next deadline for applications will be approximately Jan. 1, 2000. Check with USASA if your state wants an application form.

USASA Budget - James Carson

States have been asked to send in registration moneys as soon as possible to relieve cash flow problems. He questioned the necessity. He asked that states send their suggestions for the next budget to him. 

REGIONAL EVENT SCHEDULING - Bruno Trapikas

Wisconsin/Michigan motioned to hold the 2000 Region Select Team Tournamentin Rockford, IL, passed unanimously. Kentucky/Michigan motioned to hold the 2001 Region Select Team Tournament in Indianapolis, IN. Motion passed unanimously. Nebraska/Illinois motioned that the 2000 Region Fall meeting be held in Michigan and the 2001 Fall meeting be held in Nebraska on the Columbus Day weekend. Motion passed unanimously. Kentucky/Nebraska motioned that the Regional Cup Final be held in Blaine, MN on June 16-17, 2001. Motion passed unanimously.
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REGIONAL BUDGET - Bill Davey

The proposed budget was distributed (afts). Kentucky/Iowa motioned to approve the budget as proposed. Motion passed unanimously.Iowa/Ohio North motioned to budget $1000 (500x2) to fund travel of the two Regional Select Team coaches to the Midyear Meeting in San Francisco in February 2000. Motion passed unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS - Bruno Trapikas

The Secretary asked that the Region Admin. Handbook include information regarding how team fees are established for the region. A motion in 1991 by Ohio North was passed stating that the number of teams registered for the previous year as of Sept. 30 USASA records would be used to calculate team fees. Wisconsin\Indiana motioned to remove from the table the issue of including U-23’s as a division in the Tourn. of Champions. Motion passed. Michigan/Michigan (2) motioned to table the issue indefinitely. Motion passed unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS 
Joe Rodrigues prompted a discussion about the quality of officials used at regional events. He hopes to see better officials sent to the competition. It was pointed out that the states pick the officials to represent them. Ken Baldeosingh will talk with the SRA’s at the National Workshop, encouraging them to send different officials to the events.

PUBLICITY - Cathy O’Neill

She handed out a form which the state can use to send in information for "Keeping in Touch" magazine. (afts) Club, State, tournament news is all requested.

SELECT TEAM ADMIN. - Cathy O’Neill

She mentioned some of the difficulties which affected the program this year. She will be working this winter to help avoid the problems between the USL and the Soccer Festival caused by scheduling. The Director spoke about appointing a new Select Team Administrator. Cathy O’Neill is willing to work with either the men’s or women’s team. He welcomes recommendations or self nominations.

The meeting was adjourned at 3:30 pm.
