BID REQUIREMENTS FOR USASA NATIONAL VETERAN’S CUP 

2009-2010 HOST 

Following are the minimum requirements for hosting the USASA National Veteran’s Cup Championship games. 

1.
FIELDS

a.
Quantity:      At least twelve (12-15).  Lighted fields are a plus. 

b.
Size:
       At least 120 yards X 70 yards 

c:
Covering:     Grass fields of good quality and level. (No artificial

                                    turf)

d.
Goalposts:    8 yards wide X 8 feet tall painted white.

                                                  Nets must be properly installed with no signage.

d.
Markings:     Full FIFA markings including corner arcs and 10 

                                                  yard corner kick marks and penalty spot.

e.
Shelter:
       One (1) tent or covered enclosure 20 foot X 40 foot 

                                    for the Committee with at least four (4) tables and

                                    10 chairs located in close proximity to the fields.

                                    One (1) tent or covered enclosure 20 foot X 20 foot 

                                    for the Referees with at least four (4) tables and 16 

                                    chairs located at least fifty (50) yards away from the

                                    fields.  One (1) tent 20 X 20 ft for USASA officers and

                                    dignitaries w/ 2 tables and 10 chairs.(Provided by hosting group)   

f. Toilet Facilities: Twelve (12) toilet facilities in close proximity to 

                                    the fields, five (5) for male and six (6) for female

                                    and one (1) ADA approved. (Provided by host group)

g.
Water
       Two (2) - ten (10) gallon water coolers for each 

                                    field, one for each team, with sufficient paper cups. 

                                    Water must be iced and replenished for each game. 

                                    One (10) ten gallon water cooler for Committee 

                                    tent, with sufficient paper cups. One (10) ten 

                                                   gallon water cooler for Referee tent, with sufficient 

                                                   paper cups, one (10 ten gallon cooler for Dignitaries

                                                   with sufficient cups-- OR  Sufficient amounts of

                                                   iced down bottled water.  (Provided by host group)

h.
Seating:
       Teams shall be seated on one side of the field. 

                                    Sufficient seating shall be provided to accommodate

                                    the teams ten (10) yards either side of midfield. 

                                    Benches are preferable but stands may suffice. A 

                                    table and two (2)chairs shall be provided for the 

                                    fourth official at midfield between the two teams.

                                    Seating for spectators is desirable on the

                                    opposite side of the field from the teams. Fields 

                                    should be arranged so spectators are not sitting

                                    behind teams on another field.(Provided by host group)

i.
Security:       Hosting group will provide security people/volunteers

                                    that will be available to restrict entry/exit of team areas

                                    during each match and to escort ejected players, coaches

                                    and/or spectators.

j.
Parking:
       Sufficient parking adjacent to the fields to 

                                    accommodate participants and spectators.

k.         Medical:          Hosting group will provide for the medical accommodations

                                    which must be provided in the form of Doctors from the local 

                                    hospital or clinic on site at all times and properly supplied to

                                    handle emergencies, OR by having two (2) trained EMT

                                    ambulance crews at the field at all times with defibulator units.  

l.          Trainer:
       Hosting group provides at least  two (2) or more 

                                    licensed trainers with supplies to treat minor injuries and to 

                                                  tape ankles must be available at the facility each day. They 

                                                  should arrive at least one hour prior to the start of games each

                                                  day and stay at least one hour after the last game to treat any

                                                  post game injuries. One (1) tent or covered enclosure 20 foot 

                                                  X 20 foot for the trainer with adequate table and chairs.

m.      Field Schematic:  The hosting group will provide a drawing of the soccer 

                                                  complex with all fields displayed.  If there are 

                                                  permanent restroom facilities on site, note their

                                                  location on the drawing.  

n.         Contingency:   In case of inclement weather, have written 

                                    agreement from owner of the fields that the Cup 

                                    may continue to be played on the fields. Alternative,

                                    to have alternate field locations to complete the Cup 

                                    games.

o.          P.A. System:  Optional, but if possible provide a public address

                                    system that would be available for announcements

                                    and etc.  The hosting group will provide P. A. system

                                    for the opening ceremonies.  A possibility of providing
                                    music at concession stand or beer garden.

p.       Field Marshals:  Volunteers provided by host group to help with 

                                     management of field situations.  Fields need to be 

                                     checked to insure proper markings are maintained; 

                                     insure proper maintenance and care before as well 

                                     as between games; help identify fields for refs and 

                                     participants; provide information to participants 

                                     from tournament committee; and any other duties 

                                     needed as required.

q.       Field Transportation:  Hosting group to provide transportation 

                                    in the form of golf cart type vehicles.  There will be

                                    three (3) each provided to the Vet Cup Committee, 

                                    two (2) to the Referees, and (2) for the medical 

                                    and trainer personnel. Minimum of 7 units.

r. Communication:  Hosting group to provide communication devices such

                                    as walkie talkies, disposable cell phones, etc; four (4) for Vet

                                    Cup Committee, two (2) for the refs and one for each for the 

                                    Medical providers, Trainers and Field Marshals or this can be

                                    handled by supplying runners with golf carts in the same numbers.

s.          Referees:         Approximately 80-100 referees will be needed to

                                     service the number of games anticipated in the 

                                     schedule.  The hosting group is to coordinate with

                                     the local SRA and insure a minimum of at least 

                                     half of all referees needed will be available.  

                                     Note:  Referees are not paid for services.

LODGING

a.
Committee:   10 (10) rooms for Committee and workers, six (6) rooms for

                                    National Veteran’s Referee Coordinator. (5) rooms for other

                                    Vet Cup Volunteers. Total 21 rooms. These rooms will be 

                                    Needed for Committee members several days prior to the 

                                    Event and a few days after the event.  Some where

                                    Around 9-12 days total for each room for the committee

                                    Members.(To be provided by the host group).

b.
Referees:      Forty (40) rooms for the Referees.  Are needed for

                                   the time period of the games, such as the night

                                   before and leaving the day of the last game.           

                                   (Provided by host).

c. Meeting room:  Meeting room large enough to accommodate 150 people 
                                   with tables, chairs and overhead projector with screen.   Available
                                   prior to the start of the Tournament and one day during  (date and 
                                   time to be determined by the National Referee coordinator). 

                                   (Provided by the host group)

d.
Participants:  Sufficient lodging should be available in close 

                                   proximity for approximately 2000 plus participants

                                   about (500 plus rooms). Acquiring lodging for 

                                   participants is not required for the host but 

                                                 locating and publishing low cost accommodations is 

                                                 required.  Approximate cost per night $ 50-100.

e.        Lobby Display:  The hosting group will arrange with hotel to have a 

                                 display sign posted in lobby about the Cup and to display

                                 results each evening.

       f.             Location:      Location of the host hotel should be as close to the soccer 
                                     fields as possible.

     g..           Transportation:  Hosting group to supply a detailed map with written
                                     instructions for transportation from the airport to the hotel 
                                     & from hotel to the soccer fields for all participants.     

3.        TEAM CHECK-IN

Teams must formally check-in as a requirement of the tournament.  The hosting group will provide (usually at the host hotel) an appropriate location with four (4) tables with three (3) chairs at each table and can accommodate over 150 people.  The Veteran’s Cup Committee will be handing out goodie bags, and information packets.  It would be appropriate to supply refreshments with finger foods at this time. (Provided by host)

4.         OPENING CEREMONIES

Opening ceremonies are considered part of the tournament activities and the hosting group will provide appropriate space to have a flag ceremony and march in the teams presenting them in Regional formations.  Having speakers and introductions of dignitaries is encouraged.  Providing a small entertainment type program reflecting the local flair and customs is very appropriate.  And providing refreshments after the opening ceremonies is a welcome feature.

5.
TOURNAMENT CELEBRATION

A tournament celebration is planned for Saturday evening.  The hosting group will provide a facility large enough to accommodate the participants (approximately 2,000) and the committee, referees and volunteers. Menu is choice of the host with emphasis placed on favorite local cuisine.  Please make allowances for those participants that may require vegetarian type diets.  Tables and chairs should be in sufficient quantity with an area for dancing. A DJ is needed with a variety of 50’s through 90’s hits, country, rock and R&B. Heavy metal and rap is not desired. Liquid alcoholic refreshments of (beer) and non-alcoholic (water, iced tea and soft drinks) variety is needed during the meal and throughout the evening. Some light snacks are needed in the evening to offset the alcoholic consumption.

6.        OTHER MISCELLANEOUS ITEMS

a. Tournament Program:  The hosting group should arrange for a tournament program be made available to all participants at no cost.  The program should contain the following minimum information:  letters form the USASA chairman, welcome letter form hosting group and other local dignitaries, teams listed in appropriate divisions with the team rosters.  It would be nice to have pictures of the teams. 

b. Concessions:  Concessions may be sold at the games with the profits going to the hosting group with a percentage going to the Veteran’s Cup Committee as negotiated prior to the tournament.  The host may sell souvenirs or have other vendors sell items at the Cup games. 

       Note:  That all clothing articles to be sold must be approved prior to the Cup games by the  

       National Executive Committee.  

c. Massage Therapy:  Participants are often willing to pay for massage therapy at the fields if the services are set up with payment schedules based on a variety of time frames.  

d. Goodie Bags:  Hosting group to supply a bag for goodies for each of the participants
       with at least one (1) item included.  This is a good opportunity for the hosting group 

       to provide local advertising and coupons to participants as well as distribute the 

       tournament program and information packets.  The tournament committee may need 

       help placing other items in the bags. 

7.
BUDGET and SUBMISSION

The deadline for submission of bids for the 2009-2010 Veteran’s Cup shall be November 15, 2007.  A budget outlining the above six items shall be submitted along with details of each item by the deadline date. It shall be addressed to the Chairman of the National Veteran’s Cup Committee and be accompanied by names, addresses and telephone numbers of the contact people for further information.
